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Pt. Chandrakant Sardeshmukh

Pandit Chandrakant is a professional Sitarist, performing around the world for last 30 years. He started playing the sitar at the age of four under the guidance of Ustad Shabuddin Khan and Khursid Mirjakar. His first public performance was at Sawai Gandharva Mahotsav in Pune at age 8. At that time Pandit Ravi Shankar declared him a child prodigy and accepted him as his disciple. He has had the unique privilege of learning from Pt. Ravi Shankar and later from Annanpurnadevi, the renowned musician and daughter of Allauddin Khan for over 12 years in the Guru Shishya tradition.
 In 1976, Rajasthan University honored him with the title Sangeet Vibushan (Sitar Scholar) and in the same year Soor Singar  Sansad, Bombay awarded him the title Soormani. His Holiness, Jagadguru Shri Shankaracharya from Sringeri felicitated him as the Darbari Sitarvadak (royal sitarist) in 1981.
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Dr. Chandrakant is also a scholar and researcher with a Ph.D. in Sanskrit for his thesis titled Samavedic Basis of Indian Music. His love for classical music led him to the study of effects of music on human brain activity. Research conducted at the Japan Brain Institute in 2003 while Dr. Chandrakant played the sitar, concluded that his strong alpha brain waves were found to synchronize with those of the listeners, increasing their alpha brain wave activity. Alpha brain waves are associated with a completely relaxed mind and body and enhanced creativity. 
Presently residing in Tokyo, he travels around the world performing concerts, teaching and conducting therapeutic music programs.

Accompanying Panditji on tabla is Shri Prithwiraj Bhattacharjee.  Prithwiji began his initial training under his guru Dhiranjan Chakraborty at the young age of seven. In the year 1994 his life long ambition of learning under the tabla maestro Ustad Alla Rakha and Ustad Zakir Hussain came true. Since then vigorous riyaz under the ever watchful eyes of his guru have made him progress into a very promising upcoming tabla player.

Prithwi has performed in many solo concerts and travelled extensively all over India and abroad accompanying many well-known artists including Pt Jasrajji, Rahul Sharma, Kala Ramnath, Laxmi Shankar etc. With his Guruji’s blessings, Prithwiji is all set to ably carry forward the rich Punjab tradition and legacy in forthcoming years.
Currently he is a faculty at the Pt Jasraj School in Atlanta.
